Here is an example of what you could say:

“Hello. My name is , and | am a State Finalist in the National

frips fo the National Pageant fo young ladies nationwide. | will be parficipating in the State
Pageant this year and my goal is fo win . Can you help me reach my goal by
placing a 1/10th, 2/10th or larger size Spotlight Contest” message in our beautiful State
Pageant Yearbook? (Show them examples on pages 12 and 13 of this Spotlight Contest”
booklet.) Your Spotlight Contest" contribution is fax- deductible as a business advertising
expense. Professional artists will design your Spotlight Confest™ space from your business card, photograph, camera-ready art, or
whatever you can give me. The State Pageant Yearbook wil be distributed to hundreds of people from all over the state on
pageant weekend.”

Who are good prospects as Spotlight Contest" contributors?

Your family members, friends, and neighbors are ALWAYS happy to put “CONGRATULATIONS” and “BEST WISHES" Spotlight
Contest” messages in the State Yearbook. Let them know your photo will be featured on full Spotlight Contest” pages and
you are able to EARN prizes and awards by working foward that goal.

If you have offered Girl Scout cookies, Christmas cards, magazines, candy, efc., for clubs, schools, church groups, and
other organizations, then you already know some of the people who would love to have a space in the Yearbook!
